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Efforts to Make Our City More Disaster-Resistant
Nowadays, natural disasters are becoming more common
and violent throughout Japan. Therefore, it is now absolutely
necessary to take measures for disaster prevention and
mitigation by self-help as well as mutual and public help so that
we can reduce damage from such disasters.

In reality, we try hard to enhance our fire and emergency
services through the establishment of a new branch fire station,
namely the Hokuto Branch of Kameyama Fire Station, as well
as our support for volunteer fire companies who play a major
role in local disaster prevention. At the same time, we also foster
volunteer disaster-prevention organizations, promote earthquake
safety for buildings including residential houses, create hazard
maps, and improve our support system for those who require
disaster evacuation assistance.

In addition, we also make continuous efforts to enhance the
safety and security in our city by implementing anti-crime and
traffic safety measures as well as stabilizing and improving
consumers’ dalily lives.
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How to Cope with the “100-Year-Life Society”
We aim at constructing an even better medical system so
that people in the city can get secure medical care and live
healthily until the end of their lives. We work hard to enrich
our local medical services by making use of the lectures on
community medicine held by Mie University as well as setting
up a home-visit nursing station and beds for community-
based comprehensive care at the Kameyama City Medical
Center. Besides, we also provide free medical care for
children at hospitals as well as home and nursing care.
Meanwhile, we also try to improve our welfare system so
that everybody here can give support to and live in harmony
with each other. More specifically, we work hard for the
realization of a symbiotic local community by enhancing
our welfare and consultation services and cooperating with
various people and organizations, such as commissioned
welfare volunteers including those for children, local welfare
keepers and the Kameyama City Social Welfare Council.

By taking advantage of our traffic accessibility and the
good middle location of the Chubu and Kansai regions,
we make efforts to attract various enterprises to our
city and vitalize local companies in the city through our
own incentive system for industries. Furthermore, it
can be expected that a wider variety of industries will
accumulate here due to the recent completion of the
construction of the Shin-Meishin Expressway within Mie
Prefecture and the extension of the existing private
industrial complex.

Meanwhile, we also enhance our support for those who
will launch their companies to promote the creation
of new businesses in the city in cooperation with the
Kameyama Chamber of Commerce and Industry and
so on, even though we already have a rich variety of
industries, such as agriculture, forestry, and candle,

We are working to reduce environmental burdens through
appropriate disposal and recycling of varies wastes
and continuing zero final disposal amounts by resource
recovering fly ashes at the waste treatment facility.

Protection Ordinance, and receiving designation as a
mining prohibition area.

Meanwhile, we aim at making our community even more
livable so that our citizens can live happy and healthy
lives through culture and sports until the end of their
lives. We also make efforts to preserve, maintain and
take advantage of our historical and cultural properties
in Seki-juku and around Kameyama Castle as well as to
hand down our festivals and traditional crafts through
generations. Moreover, we also increase our citizens’
happiness through cultural activities, such as the
Kameyama Bunkanen Project and civic musicals.
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Child-Raising in the Relaxing Living Environment
of Our City

We support families with children in cooperation with the
whole community by setting up the Comprehensive Support
Center for Parents Raising Children to assist our citizens
in child-raising without anxiety as well as by enriching the
quality and quantity of child-raising support centers and child-
raising salons throughout the city to foster communication
between parents with children and local residents.
Meanwhile, we also assist parents with children to balance
work and child-raising by providing childcare services not
only for their preschool children, but also for their school
children after school or during summer vacation, etc.
according to their work styles and needs.

In addition, we also transmit a variety of information through
our website to help people discover the attractiveness of
our city and provide useful information and support for those
who are interested in moving to the city so that more families
with children will settle down here.
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Vigorous Civic and Local Efforts

We work on the development of each area of our city by setting
up local development councils throughout the city, each of
which consists of a variety of local residents in the area, as well
as by taking advantage of local strength and attractiveness
Besides. our citizens are becoming more active in
conducting civic activities and fostering interactions with
one another in various different fields to ‘make the city
even more vibrant with civic and local efforts.”

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Efforts to Make the City Assembly Open to the Public

The Kameyama City Assembly, consisting of 18 elected members, represents
the citizens of Kameyama City, along with the mayor who too is elected through
an election.

With the coming of the age of local autonomy, the assembly is now expected to
play more and more significant and responsible roles.

Under the dual representation system, the assembly, which plays an important
part in municipal government, must strengthen its functions to supervise the
administration and shape municipal policies.

Besides, the members of the assembly work on the enrichment of their policies
by correctly understanding the needs of the citizens because they are elected
with a mandate to serve the public interest.

Every year, the assembly holds not only four regular sessions but also
extraordinary sessions if needed. In addition, it establishes four standing
committees, namely the “General Affairs Committee,” the “Education and
Livelihood Committee,” the “Industrial Construction Committee " and the “Budget
and Audit Committee,” as well as a special committee to conduct specialized
research and study if necessary.

We provide details on such activities of the assembly by broadcasting its
sessions and programs made to publicize its official reports on the Internet and
cable television as well as by offering information on its activities through our
official website and periodical publications.
